Teaching Methodology:
Students will listen to material with modeled pronunciation in which they have the opportunity
of repeating and even taping the same. On other occasions, students will read passages to
practice one’s intonation and rhythm. Undergraduates will also carry out various exercises
including paragraph completion and listening for specific information from lectures and others.
Student’s participation in vocabulary terms, summing up a lecture, analyzing what was heard
and seen, etc. is necessary in the completion of the course objectives.
Note: This is a lab course in which attendance is mandatory. Any absence must be

justified with a certified doctor’s note within a week of the absence.
