The methodology is centered around the participation of each and every student. All lessons

require individual work and / or group work for the development of the course objectives. Participation
will be mainly focused on guided production of different patterns of intonation, rhythm, stress, and
fluency in order to practice, integrate, and apply the Phonology course contents to improve one’s
discourse. Course texts and CDs listed in the bibliography will be used in course sessions, as well

as video footage and tapes. Each and every student must have a cassette for this course.

During the lessons, students will perform a variety of exercises including drills, listening, recording,
analyzing audiovisual material, reading, oral production of different kinds of texts to

apply discrimination, identification and production of meaningful patterns of association . . . among

others.

METODOLOGIA Y ACTIVIDADES

material audiovisual, lectura, oral de diferentes tipos de textos para aplicar la discriminacion, identificacion y produccion de

patrones significativos y de asociacion, entre otros.
